The convention was called to order by President Quint Brown at 9:02 AM.

Chaplain Wyley Chaney gave the invocation.

Mascot Burkley Brown and Sweetheart Braxton Turner led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chief Steve Ross from the Amarillo Fire Department gave the welcome.  

2nd Vice President Scott Nelson gave the response.

Sergeant at arms addressed President Quint Brown.  4th VP Mario Garcia has lost his box.  A bid of $150 was offered to purchase the box back by Garcia with the money going to Amarillo MDA.

1st Vice President Craig Dubois introduced the state officers and guests.  Those in attendance were SFFMA 2nd Vice President Kent Watts and his wife, SFFMA 3rd Vice President Brian Rickert, SFFMA Secretary Richard Van Winkle and his wife, SFFMA Past President Kyle Stephens, SFFMA Past President Dinks Eckert, and SFFMA 4th VP Candidate David Wade and his guest.  
Beth Rodriguez, District Director, Amarillo MDA thanked everyone for their fill the boot campaigns.  Beth gave the date and time for the summer camp and encouraged all to attend.

SFFMA VP Kent Watts addressed his board and guests. Watts stated that new books have been added to the SFFMA web-site. He also stated that the e-commerce store is up and running.  He went on to state that life insurance for LODD has been approved in the amount of $5000.  Once a death is certified and the firefighter is a member of the SFFMA, a check will be sent within 24 hours.  The AD&D has been increased to $3000   per member.  PFFMA Secretary/Treasurer has been given the paperwork for the technology grant that can be used for laptops, projectors, or any technology item that can be used for the district.  Watts stated that a part time membership coordinator has been hired by the SFFMA.  Allen Russell will be in contact with are fire stations to encourage membership to the SFFMA.  The SFFMA Annual Convention will be held in Beaumont this year in June.  The state board met and approved a new 5 year plan for the organization.  2009 will be a legislative year and Watts encouraged all members to go out and meet with the local representatives and let them know what is going on with the fire service.  

SFFMA Past President Kyle Stephens invited all departments to come to Beaumont and participate in the 2nd Annual Cook-off.  Amarillo Chief Ross stated that Amarillo Fire Department will be hauling a trailer if there is anyone that is needing help to haul a cooker.  
SFFMA 4th VP candidate David Wade addressed the board and members of PFFMA.  He asked for support during the SFFMA annual convention in Beaumont and thanked all that supported him in his run in 2007 in Amarillo.  

VFIS representative Tom Winegarden addressed the board.  He states VFIS has posters available for each department to address injury and death due to auto rollovers.

Ron Atchley, Panhandle Regional Planning Commission representative addressed the board and members.  Ron stated that the PRPC has a printer system in place that is available to print identification badges for departments.  Cost is $1 per card.  Contact PRPC for more information.  
PFFMA 3rd VP Billy Bonner introduced auxiliary vice president Jennifer Turner.  Jennifer introduced the auxiliary board, Gail Dubois, Secretary/Treasurer and Jeri Hamilton, Historian.  Jennifer announced that the PFFMA scrapbook won 1st place at the SFFMA Annual Convention in Amarillo in 2007.  The scrapbook will be available for all to look at.  Jennifer invited all the women to join us for the auxiliary meeting to be held in room 202 immediately following the memorial service.

4th VP Mario Garcia recognized the past presidents of the association.  Those in attendance were asked to come forward.
Past President Randy Finsterwald recognized the Past Firefighters of the Year and presented the members with the 2008 Firefighter of the Year, Delbert Robertson, Chief of Clarendon Volunteer Fire Department.  Randy encouraged all departments to be sure to send in nominations for Firefighter of the Year as there were only three received this year.  

The memorial service was held by Chaplain Wyley Chaney and members of the ladies auxiliary.  

President Brown asked for committee reports.  Announcements were done.  Everyone will be required to wear a red arm band to the dinner tonight.  PFFMA Chaplain Chaney and his band hit #1 on the national gospel charts.  Backyard Adventures has donated a swing set worth $1099 for the auction this evening.  
Secretary report:  Paul Hamilton stated that 105 full registrations for convention, banquet only is 53 and 8 guests for a total of 166.  As of May 1, 2008 there were 79 paid departments with 57 of these paying into the relief fund.  There are 25 departments that have not paid dues for 2008.  Hamilton asked that all departments provide a email address in order to have information sent.  If any member wishes to receive information, they can put their email address on the list. Hamilton stated he is the T-FLAG representative for the PFFMA and will continue to send information pertaining to legislative.  Hamilton asked for each committee chair to submit names and addresses of each committee member.  Hamilton asked for approval of the minutes for the 2007 convention.  President Brown asked for motion to approve minutes of 2007 convention.  Motion made and seconded.  Motion carried.

President Brown opened up the business meeting and asked for any old business.  There being no old business, President Brown asked for a motion to move up current officers.  Motion seconded and carried.  
President Brown then conducted nominations for 4th Vice President, sweetheart and mascot.  Nominations for 4th VP are Gary Lowe, Shamrock FD; Dean Turney, Hereford FD; and Kelly Vandygriff, Abernathy FD.  Sweetheart nominations are Lauren Hamilton and Braxton Turner.  Mascot nomination is Burkley Brown.  There being no other mascot candidate, motion made and seconded to elect Burkley Brown as mascot by acclamation.  Motion carried.  Elections were then held by written ballot.  

Elected to the PFFMA board for 2008-09 were Kelly Vandygriff, 4th VP and Braxton Turner, sweetheart.   
SFFMA 2nd Vice President Kent Watts installed the Officers of the PFFMA.

SFFMA 2nd Vice President Kent Watts presented Quint Brown with a plaque thanking him for serving as the president of PFFMA for 2007-08.  PFFMA President Craig Dubois presented Quint Brown with a plaque and awarded him lifetime membership as a past president of the PFFMA.

Next meeting of the PFFMA board will be held on Sunday, May 18, 2008 at 9:00 am in room 202 of the Holiday Inn in Amarillo.

President Craig Dubois asked Chaplain Wyley Chaney for the benediction.
