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PFFMA PRE-CONVENTION MEETING
Holiday Inn - Amarillo
Saturday, April 12, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm by President Quint Brown.
Invocation was given by PFFMA chaplain Wyley Chaney.  Pledge was led by PFFMA secretary/treasurer Paul Hamilton.
Members present were President Quint Brown, 1st VP Craig Dubois; 2nd VP Scott Nelson; 3rd VP Billy Bonner; 4th VP Mario Garcia; Secretary/Treasurer Paul Hamilton; Past President Randy Finsterwald; and Chaplain Wyley Chaney. Members absent were sweetheart Braxton Turner and mascot Burkley Brown.
Guests present were Jeri Hamilton, PFFMA auxiliary; Anthony Leal, Holiday Inn; Matthew Atchiley, Holiday Inn; and Rodney Amason, Holiday Inn.
Minutes of the March 1, 2008 board meeting were read.  Motion made and seconded to accept the minutes as read.  Motion carried.

Anthony Leal from Holiday Inn address the board.  He began by apologizing to the association for the confusion for the 2007 PFFMA convention.  He states that registration has been fixed so the errors that occurred last year will not happen this year.  Concerns expressed by the board to the Holiday Inn were rooms being assigned to multiple people and the meeting room not being set up on time.  Anthony assured the board that guest service has been improved and everything that can be done will be done.  There has been a $2 million renovation to the hotel.  Rooms have been renovated as well as atrium area.  Anthony stated that there will be no renovations done during the convention. 
Room rate for the 2008 convention through PFFMA will be $65.  Seventy-five rooms have been blocked for Friday evening and Saturday evening and reservations are being accepted.  

Holiday Inn will supply a generator for Friday evening if needed.  Anthony and Paul will meet to go over room diagrams to make sure convention meeting rooms are set up correctly and on time.  Convention registration will be held in the hotel atrium in the same place as last year on Saturday morning.  

The contract for the Holiday Inn is set to expire this year.  A new contract was presented to the board for review.  Room rates will go up $2 for the next contract period.  
Convention agenda was discussed.  Changes were noted and will be made to the agenda.  
Friday evening games will be held on the parking lot of Holiday Inn.  2nd VP Nelson will have a truck from Randall County.  

Secretary/Treasurer Hamilton discussed the pumper team/polo location.  He has been in contact with the Tri-State Fairgrounds and is waiting for final approval for use of this area.  Pavers are needed to be placed around the hydrant to avoid mud.  PFFMA board will be in contact with Amarillo Fire Department to discuss placing a hydrant around the Holiday Inn.  
Secretary/Treasurer Hamilton presented the contract for Amarillo AMBUCS to handle the casino night games for Saturday evening.  A motion was made and seconded to table this item until the next board meeting.  Motion carried.
Donation items for auction were discussed.  Each board member will be responsible for obtaining auction items from their hometowns.  

Saturday evening meal will be catered by Stockyards Café.  Menu will be fajitas.

Motion made and seconded to have PFFMA buy keg beer if needed for convention.  Motion carried.  Motion made and seconded for Dalhart Fire Department to furnish a flag to be brought to each meeting.  Motion carried.  

Secretary/Treasurer Hamilton reminded the board about nominations for officer positions.  Nominations need to be in writing and mailed to Hamilton.  By-laws were reviewed for age requirements for sweetheart and mascot.  

The next meeting is scheduled for Saturday, May 3, 2008 at the Holiday Inn in Amarillo.  Each committee chair person needs to attend.
